Competition title  
Brickwork 

Competition overview 

Competitors have to complete a specific project designed to challenge their ability to follow detailed 

instructions, produce accurate neat work outputs, be economical with materials while working to 

strict timescales – all essential requirements for today’s construction industry. 

All competitors will be expected to be able to follow drawings, measure accurately, effectively plan 

their time, demonstrate competence with tools and keep work stations clean and tidy. Also, they will 

have to demonstrate the following skills: 

– Lay to straight line 

– Plumb level and gauge 

– Ability to point 

Entry criteria 

The competition is for those training for a career in the construction industry and studying for an 

apprenticeship or NVQ course. 

Number by location/organisation 

Capacity of 15 competitors per heat.  Up to 2 per location and up to a maximum of 3 per organisation 

Brief 

Competitors will be given drawings and will be required to carry out a brickwork task, which will 

challenge their ability to follow detailed instructions, produce accurate and neat work outputs, be 

economical with materials while working to strict timescales.

Competitors are required to bring their own tools. A workshop technician(s) will be available at the 

venue for mixing and distributing mortar to competitors and cleaning away waste materials 

throughout the competition.
