Competition title

Media (Inclusive Skills)

Competition overview

This competition is aimed at students working at entry level or level 1.

It is designed to develop and demonstrate a variety of creative, technical and vocational skills required
for the creative media industry.

There are no regional heats for this category. The competition Final will take place at NPTC on
Wednesday the 15th of January 2020.

Entry criteria

Entrants must be working on or up to a Level 1 course and must be at least 16 years old.

Groups of up to three may enter with a maximum of three entries per organisation.

A statement of support that outlines any individual needs of the competitor must be submitted prior
to or on the morning of the competition.

Please note that this is a Skills Competition Wales event, the winner does not get automatic entry to
WorldSkills UK in Birmingham and will have to register to compete regionally for the Inclusive Skills:

Media WorldSkills UK competition later in 2020.

Number by location/organisation

A maximum of three entrants per organisation. Each group must not exceed three members.

Brief

The theme this year is ‘Heroes of Wales’.

The scope of the competition enables learners to develop and demonstrate a variety of creative,
technical and vocational skills that are essential within the contemporary creative media industries.
Teams may enter work such as:

e Short Fiction Film
e Short Factual Film
e Audio

e Animation

e Motion Graphics
e Music Video
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e Promotional Video
Work should not exceed 2 minutes in duration.

You will also be required to produce a storyboard of your digital media production which you will
use as part of your formal presentation to the judges. This will show the development of your
project, your research and appropriate annotation (which should include camera movement, edit
transitions, effects and sound on your storyboard).

Formal presentations should last 2-4 minutes and each team member must participate.

Your final digital media production must be submitted to the host 1 week before competition
(Wednesday 8th January 2020).

As well as being featured on the day of the competition the work submitted will also be on display
at the competition Facebook (www.facebook.com/SgiliauCyfryngauaChreadigol/). Due to this we ask
that submission content adhere to BBCF 12A classification (https://www.bbfc.co.uk/what-
classification/12a-and-12).

Any copyrighted material must be cleared prior to submission.

All competitors will have the opportunity to see the all the digital entries, but presentations to
judges will take place in a separate room.

The competition will take place at NPTC on Wednesday the 15th of January 2020.

Results will not be announced on the day of the competition. After the judging has been moderated
the top three medallists will be invited to attend an award ceremony, held for Skills Competition

Wales, on 19th March, 2020, at Sophia Hall, Sophia Gardens, Cardiff, CF11 9XR from 12 to 5pm.
