Competition title  

Photography 

Competition overview 

This creative photography competition is aimed at students who are studying a Level 2 or Level 3 

qualification. There are no regional heats for this category but a passive heat will be take place during 

the first week in December.  It will be the teaching provider’s decision which 3 students they choose 

to put forward for this competition.  

The competition will take place at the University of South Wales, Cardiff on Wednesday the 15th of 

January 2020. 

Entry criteria 

Learners must be aged 16+  and enrolled on a Level 2 or 3 qualification.  

Please note that this is a Skills Competition Wales event only, there is no opportunity to progress to 

WorldSkills UK. 

Number by location/organisation 

A maximum of three students may be entered per organisation. 

There are 10 places in the final at USW on the 15th January 2020. 

A passive heat judged in the first week of December will identify the 10 finalists. 

Brief 

The theme this year is ‘Transformation’  

You are requested to provide 5 digital images; all of which must relate as a coherent response to the 

above theme. Images are acceptable from a range of devices.  

Entries are to be presented via Dropbox by the 29th of November 2019 for the passive heats. Details 

will be sent after registration. 

During the passive judging a shortlist will be drawn up for the Creative Final that will take place at the 

University of South Wales, Cardiff on Wednesday 15th of January 2020.  

Students will be informed by Friday 6th December 2020 whether they have been successful in getting 

through to the final. Brief written feedback will be provided to those who were not successful on this 

occasion.  



On the day of the Creative Final you will be provided with times to meet with the judging panel where 

you will get the opportunity to discuss your ideas and techniques, as well as be prepared to answer 

any questions relating to your work. This will form part of the judging criteria. The images will be 

shown to the judges on a 27” iMac. 

The work will also be displayed in the main Theatre (between bands, where the Pop Music 

competition is taking place) and included on the competition Facebook page:

Results will not be announced on the day of the competition. After the judging has been moderated 

the top three medallists will be invited to attend an award ceremony, held for Skills Competition 

Wales, on 19th March, 2020, at Sophia Hall, Sophia Gardens, Cardiff, CF11 9XR from 12 to 5pm.  

Results and feedback will also be sent to the remaining competitors following the award ceremony.

Technical information regarding submission of the work will be sent out to entrants after registration 

closes. 

Competition rules 

Competitors are to: 

• Work independently (without support from the outside) 

• Submit all requirements listed in the brief 

• Ensure that all images are self-generated and original  

• Refrain from using offensive, sexual, controversial or inflammatory text or images 

• Ensure that work is submitted by 29th November 2019 for passive judging. 

General competition rules: 

• Mobile phones to be switched off during competition activity.  

• Listening to music via headphones is not permitted during competition activity.  

• Any questions during competition activity should be addressed to the competition judging 

panel.  

• It is the responsibility of each competitor to arrive on time for each competition session. No 

additional time will be allowed if you arrive late.  

• Technical failure of your equipment should be reported immediately to the judging panel. 

Additional time will be allocated if the fault is beyond the control of the competitor.
