Competition title  

Plumbing & Heating 

Competition overview 
Each competition test will be assessed and marked independently of the other test. The 

tests will be assessed and marked in accordance with the general and specific competition rules. 

Competitors will be assessed on the following criteria: 

• Working safely 

• Interpreting drawings and pipe details 

• Measuring, fitting and installation requirements 

• Measuring, marking out and cutting copper & plastic pipe work 

• Bend and joint quality 

• Plumb & level 

• Testing pipe work for soundness 

• Efficient use of materials 

Entry criteria 

The competition is for those training for a career in the construction industry and studying for an 

apprenticeship or NVQ course. 

Number by location/organisation 

Capacity of 12 competitors per heat.  Up to 2 per location and up to a maximum of 3 per organisation. 

Brief 

Competitors will be giving a drawing, requiring them to carry out an installation task that will requiring 

to interpret the drawing, accurately mark out, fabricate and install pipe work, working accurately but 

also working to a strict time-scale.

Competition rules 

Competition specific rules 

Marking and judging of this competition will be done by a team of experts from industry, further 

education or training provider, using a marking criteria and allocated marks to ensure consistency at 

least 1 marker  will attend both regionals. 

Generic competition rules 

• Mobile phones to be switched off during competition activity.  

• Listening to music via headphones is not permitted during competition activity.  

• Any questions during competition activity should be addressed to the competition judging 

panel.  

• Competitors should not communicate with other competitors during competition activity.  

• It is the responsibility of each competitor to arrive on time for each competition session. No 

additional time will be allowed if you arrive late.  

• Technical failure of your equipment should be reported immediately to the judging panel. 

Additional time will be allocated if the fault is beyond the control of the competitor.
