
 
 
COMPETITION RULES 
Competition rules are in place to ensure a fair and enjoyable competition of all 
participants and representatives. 
 
Responsibility for the overall conduct of the competitions rests with the competition 
leads and competition hosts approved in this role by Skills Competition Wales. 
 
During the competition 
● Participants who arrive late for the competition will not automatically receive 

additional time. However, this may be granted in exceptional circumstances 
and must be agreed by the Competition Lead. 

● Competitors may be allowed a familiarisation period before the start of the 
competition. Additional information may be distributed/circulated in advance 
by the Competition Lead. 

● Competitors may ask questions during this defined period. Unless otherwise 
stated there must be no communication between fellow competitors, the 
audience, representatives or competition staff during the competition itself.  

● Competitors must start and finish work when instructed by the Competition 
Lead. 

● Competitors wishing to leave the competition area while the competition is in 
progress must obtain the permission of the Lead Judge.  

● Competitors may leave before the competition time has elapsed but will be 
required to declare that they are finished to the Lead Judge and may not 
re-enter the competition area once they have left 

● In some competitions there may be an option to ask the judges to fix a fault or 
provide a solution that is beyond the capability of the competitor for reasons 
other than time. Should the competitor choose to do this they will sacrifice all 
available marks for this criteria but may then be able to gain extra marks later 
for sequential but dependent tasks. The option to do this will be permitted 
solely at the discretion of the Lead Judge.  

● Should a competitor feel unwell at any stage of the competition, he or she 
should make the Lead Judge aware immediately. 

● Competitors who need to repair their own tools or equipment during the 
competition will not be given additional time unless agreed by the Lead Judge 

● Competitors are not permitted to take any of the following into the competition 
area unless otherwise instructed; personal electronic devices including mobile 
phones, electronic cigarettes, tablets, MP3 players, written notes, sketches or 
special aids. 

 



 

● The Competition Lead or Lead Judge will ensure that marking is undertaken 
fairly and will calculate marks to establish places and awards. Marksheets will 
also follow a Quality Assurance process. 

● Judges are not allowed to discuss marks or provide one-to-one feedback to 
competitors unless it has been built into the competition programme. This 
feedback should be consistent and follow the same format for all competitors. 

● Should a competitor feel at a disadvantage for any reason before or during 
the competition, he or she should bring it to the Competition Lead or Lead 
Judge's attention immediately, following the Complaints Procedure. 

 
Health and Safety 
Occupational Health and Safety (OH&S) legislation applying to the competition and 
event derives from The Health & Safety at Work Act 1974 and all applicable 
regulations included under this legislation. All activities must comply with the relevant 
national regulation and proven best practices. Any breaches of Health, Safety and 
Welfare must be reported to the Competition Lead or Lead Judge. 
● The Competition Lead or Lead Judge will carry out a safety check of the 

competition site prior to the competition. 
● All competitors, representatives, and Competition Judges will receive a health 

and safety briefing before the start of the competition. 
● Competitors must wear appropriate clothing and safety equipment in 

accordance with health and safety regulations for the skill; such as safety 
glasses, gloves and ear defenders. 

● All electrical equipment brought by competitors or representatives should be 
PAT tested within the last 12 months and used at the competitors' own risk. 

● Adhering to health and safety practices is the responsibility of each 
competitor. Failure to do so may result in disqualification from the competition, 
and being asked to leave the competition venue. 

 
Code of Conduct for Visitors 
● During the formal competition time, visitors are not allowed to talk to or assist 

participants in the completion of their competition tasks. Failure to comply 
may result in the participant being disqualified or penalty points being 
deducted from their overall score. 

● Visitors are not allowed to hand anything over the competition barriers to 
participants at any time. 

● Please do not stand at the competition barrier for long periods of time as this 
can be off-putting for competitors. Failure to comply may result in you being 
asked to leave the premises. 

 
After the competition 
● Participants will be awarded with certificates of participation 
● Competition Leads and Hosts will share competition marksheets with Skills 

Competition Wales for quality assurance. 



 

● Competitors achieving above average score will receive highly commended 
recognition.  

● Gold, Silver , Bronze and highly commended  competitors will be announced 
at the Skills Competition Wales Celebration event held after completion of all 
competitions within the given competition cycle.  

● Challenges to the results will be considered through the ISEiW Complaints 
Procedure

Yn ystod y gystadleuaeth 

● ni fydd cyfranogwyr sy'n cyrraedd yn hwyr ar gyfer y gystadleuaeth yn derbyn 
amser ychwanegol yn awtomatig. Fodd bynnag, gellir caniatáu hyn mewn 
amgylchiadau eithriadol a rhaid i Arweinydd y Gystadleuaeth gytuno arno. 

● Gellir caniatáu cyfnod ymgyfarwyddo i gystadleuwyr cyn dechrau'r 
gystadleuaeth. Gall Arweinydd y Gystadleuaeth ddosbarthu / cylchredeg 
gwybodaeth ychwanegol ymlaen llaw. 

● Gall cystadleuwyr ofyn cwestiynau yn ystod y cyfnod diffiniedig hwn. Oni nodir 
yn wahanol, rhaid peidio â chyfathrebu rhwng cyd-gystadleuwyr, y gynulleidfa, 
cynrychiolwyr na staff y gystadleuaeth yn ystod y gystadleuaeth ei hun.  

● Rhaid i gystadleuwyr ddechrau a gorffen gwaith yn ôl cyfarwyddyd Arweinydd 
y Gystadleuaeth. 

● Rhaid i gystadleuwyr sy'n dymuno gadael ardal y gystadleuaeth tra bo'r 
gystadleuaeth ar y gweill gael caniatâd y Prif Farnwr.  

● Gall cystadleuwyr adael cyn i amser y gystadleuaeth fynd heibio ond bydd 
gofyn iddynt ddatgan eu bod wedi gorffen i'r Prif Farnwr ac efallai na fyddant 
yn ailymuno â maes y gystadleuaeth ar ôl iddynt adael 

● Mewn rhai cystadlaethau efallai y bydd opsiwn i ofyn i'r beirniaid drwsio nam 
neu ddarparu datrysiad sydd y tu hwnt i allu'r cystadleuydd am resymau 
heblaw amser.

● Pe bai cystadleuydd yn teimlo dan anfantais am unrhyw reswm cyn neu yn 
ystod y gystadleuaeth, dylai ddod ag ef i sylw'r Arweinydd Cystadleuaeth 
neu'r Barnwr Arweiniol ar unwaith, gan ddilyn y Weithdrefn Gwynion. 

 
Iechyd a Diogelwch  
MaeIechyd a Diogelwch Deddfwriaeth Galwedigaethol (OH&S) sy'n berthnasol i'r 
gystadleuaeth a'r digwyddiad yn deillio o Ddeddf Iechyd a Diogelwch yn y Gwaith 
1974 a'r holl reoliadau cymwys sydd wedi'u cynnwys o dan y ddeddfwriaeth hon. 
Rhaid i bob gweithgaredd gydymffurfio â'r rheoliad cenedlaethol perthnasol ac 
arferion gorau profedig. Rhaid rhoi gwybod i'r Arweinydd Cystadleuaeth neu'r Barnwr 
Arweiniol am unrhyw doriadau o Iechyd, Diogelwch a Lles. 

● Bydd Arweinydd y Gystadleuaeth neu'r Barnwr Arweiniol yn cynnal gwiriad 
diogelwch ar safle'r gystadleuaeth cyn y gystadleuaeth. 

● Bydd yr holl gystadleuwyr, cynrychiolwyr a Barnwyr y Gystadleuaeth yn 
derbyn sesiwn friffio iechyd a diogelwch cyn dechrau'r gystadleuaeth. 

● Rhaid i gystadleuwyr wisgo dillad a chyfarpar diogelwch priodol yn unol â 
rheoliadau iechyd a diogelwch ar gyfer y sgil; megis sbectol ddiogelwch, 
menig ac amddiffynwyr clustiau. 

● Dylai'r holl offer trydanol a ddygir gan gystadleuwyr neu gynrychiolwyr gael 
prawf PAT o fewn y 12 mis diwethaf a'i ddefnyddio ar risg y cystadleuwyr ei 
hun. 

● Cyfrifoldeb pob cystadleuydd yw cadw at arferion iechyd a diogelwch. Gall 
methu â gwneud hynny arwain at waharddiad o'r gystadleuaeth, a gofyn i chi 
adael lleoliad y gystadleuaeth. 

 
Cod Ymddygiad i Ymwelwyr 

● Yn ystod amser ffurfiol y gystadleuaeth, ni chaniateir i ymwelwyr siarad â 
chyfranogwyr na chynorthwyo iddynt i gyflawni eu tasgau cystadlu. Gall methu 
â chydymffurfio arwain at anghymhwyso'r cyfranogwr neu dynnu pwyntiau 
cosb o'u sgôr gyffredinol. 

● Ni chaniateir i ymwelwyr drosglwyddo unrhyw beth i rwystrau'r gystadleuaeth i 
gyfranogwyr ar unrhyw adeg. 

● Peidiwch â sefyll wrth rwystr y gystadleuaeth am gyfnodau hir oherwydd gall 
hyn fod yn annymunol i gystadleuwyr. Gall methu â chydymffurfio arwain at 
ofyn i chi adael yr adeilad.

● Bydd cystadleuwyr Aur, Arian, Efydd a chanmoliaeth uchel yn cael eu 
cyhoeddi yn nigwyddiad Dathlu Cystadleuaeth Sgiliau Cymru a gynhelir ar ôl 
cwblhau'r holl gystadlaethau o fewn y cylch cystadlu.
